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We can find many *psychological effects in our daily lives. They are used in TV dramas, films, and many
other areas, but do you know how they work and what effects they have?

TV *producers try to get more viewers and want them to watch TV as long as possible. [ A ] One of the
reasons is the *Zeigarnik effect. [ B ] We can say, we feel stressed when something is not completed. For
example, TV dramas often end at the climax. That is a *typical pattern of the Zeigarnik effect.

Another common technique is the *Caligula effect. You may feel that you want to press the emergency button.
This means that when we are told not to do something, we want to do it more. [ C ] Parents always say, “You
shouldn’t do that,” to their children, but unfortunately, their kids may do it more.

Lastly, * Bandwagon effect is also seen in many scenes. It explains that when people have several choices, they
often choose the things that everyone likes or chooses. [ D ] Some people wait even if they don’t really want
to, but they do just because everyone else does.

There are many psychological techniques in our daily lives, but you may miss some of them.
